Mary Lynn Redmond, associate professor
of education at Wake Forest University, has
been awarded the Anthony Papalia Award for
Excellence in Teacher Education by the
American Council on the
Teaching of Foreign
Language (ACTFL).

The award was
presented at the group's
annual conference in
Baltimore Nov. 19. The
award was established in
1987 to recognize a
foreign language
educator who has
demonstrated excellence
in the preparation and
continuing education of teachers for the
profession. Earlier this fall, the ACTFL's New
Visions in Action Project recognized Wake
Forest's foreign language teacher education
program, directed by Redmond, for its
exemplary program in teacher development.

Redmond is executive secretary of the
National Network for Early Language Learning.
She has served as a consultant to school
districts in the development of foreign
language curriculum and has written
numerous foreign language resources and
scholarly publications in the field of foreign

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FLANC 2005 Conference Evaluations

® 102 of the 450+ members who attended the conference in Raleigh last September took the time to complete conference

evaluations. Questions ranged from assessment of the Hotel (two-thirds
found it excellent) to whether members visit the FLANC website (53% went
there for conference information — a number we hope to see grow!).
Two-thirds of those who completed the surveys were secondary school
teachers, (67%), with 17% from elementary schools, and 13% of
respondents in higher education. 73 taught Spanish, 23 French, 6 German, 3
Latin, 4 ESL and 1 Japanese — with some teaching more than one language.
® The majority of respondents were from the central region — 57% -
compared with 18% from the eastern region, and 25% from the western part
of the state. 25% of respondents noted that this was their first time to a
FLANC conference.

® The vast majority of respondents were happy with the sessions and
workshops that were offered: 37% considered the workshop selection
excellent, and 46% thought they were good; 40% gave an excellent rating as
far as relevancy of sessions to their subject area, and an additional 46%
rated relevancy as good. If the session or workshop that you would like to
see was not included in FLANC 2005, be sure to contact next year’s
program chair — Leslie Baldwin, LWBaldwin@wsfcs.k12.nc.us. She would
be delighted to look for someone to address that topic.

® | ess than half of the respondents actually sat at the language tables at
Friday lunchtime, but most rated them good or excellent. FLANC After
Five again was very well received, and the new addition — a movie on
Friday night — though attended by a minority, received the highest ratings of
any single item in the evaluations. The Program Booklet, designed every
year for us by Executive Director Debra Martin, also received particularly
high overall ratings.

® FLANC is one of the few conferences that includes refreshments and lunch as part of registration, and both that fact, and
the quality of the food seemed to be appreciated — 41% rated it excellent, 40% good, with16% calling it fair and 3% poor.
As always, there were more comments on food than any other item — not surprisingly peoples’ tastes vary widely. Since a
conference the size of FLANC can only find large enough accommodation during term time at a hotel, food costs tend to be
high and the Sheraton has tried to work closely with us to meet the needs of the majority of our members.

® Interestingly, only 46% had heard of the conference through the mail. 15% were told about it by their school

administration, but 9% indicated that it was another FLANC member who told them about it, with another 14% saying that
they heard from a colleague — which shows the importance of ‘spreading the word’! Don’t forget to continue this good work
next year! The fact that the conference was in September this year, and will be early again — in September next year makes
it all the more important to remind our colleagues.

® The website was the source of information for 15% of respondents, which shows the growing value of the site. When
asked how often they went to www.flanc.org, only 5% said that they had never visited the site. 27% said they visited the site
monthly, 3% went weekly, but interestingly 53% went for information about the conference — which shows the value of
Program Chair Karen Tharrington’s good work in making sure the website was current.

® Only 4% said that they visited the website to read the Catalyst — rather a low number considering the spring newsletter is
now only available online. Also low was the number who were members of the new listserv — about 15%. However, as of
mid December, there are now 48 members. It is very simple to sign up: just go to www.flanc.org, and click on the Yahoo
icon. That way you will be able to keep up with all news and developments through the year.

® Finally, over 60% responded that they would be interested in regional workshops — something that Professional
Development Chair, Sue Stites, is taking seriously. Be sure to look elsewhere in the Catalyst, and on the website, for further

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Raleigh Update — December 2005

Fran and I send greetings from Raleigh along
with many wishes for a wonderful New Year.
Many projects are in full swing for the
2005-2006 winter.

The first phase of the FLAP grant is well
underway with the writing of the K-5 Dual
Language/Immersion Curriculum. The
following schools, which currently have some
form of immersion program, have a
representative teacher on the committee:
Collinswood Language Academy, Oaklawn
Elementary, and Smith Language Academy in
Charlotte-Mecklenburg; Ashley Elementary in
Winston-Salem/Forsyth County; Jones
Elementary in Guilford County; Glenwood
Elementary and Carrboro Elementary in
Chapel-Hill Carrboro City; Siler City
Elementary in Chatham County; Southwest
Elementary in Durham Public; Snow Hill
Primary in Greene County; Rose Hill-Magnolia
in Duplin County; Teacher Educators from
East Carolina University and UNC Greensboro.
The curriculum rough draft will be completed
in Spring 2006 and will be piloted by the
schools in the 2006-2007 school year.

The second phase of the FLAP grant is to
develop an in-state professional development
institute for teachers in a dual
language/immersion setting. The first day of
the institute will be open to administrators at
the school and central office level, where
participants will have the opportunity to learn
more about dual language/immersion
programming from our featured speaker, Dr.
Myriam Met from the National Foreign
Language Center. For more information on the
institute, please visit the Second Language
Web page:

Immersion Programs.” The guest presenter
was Dr. Jacqueline Bott Van Houten from the
Kentucky Department of Education.

There is also a series of five 90 minute after
school professional development modules to
present the background, rationale and
implementation tips to guide teachers in
successful implementation of the NCCSFL
LinguaFolio being offered beginning in
February, 2006. The five states of North
Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, Kentucky
and Virginia developed the current LinguaFolio
and this model was recently adopted by the
National Council of State Supervisors for
Languages as the national model. The training
is scheduled to begin in mid-February.

The goals of LinguaFolio are to:
e encourage the learning of all languages
e emphasize the value of knowing many
languages - plurilingualism and
pluriculturalism
e contribute to global understanding
e promote autonomous learning and the
ability to assess one’s skills
e facilitate articulation among language
programs (e.g., high school to university,
transfer of students within school districts)
based on a clear and commonly accepted
description of language proficiency
e serve as a tool to assess language
learning
e recognize and value heritage languages
e promote language learning as a life-long
endeavor

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Calling All Future Educators (C.A.F.E.)

How Do I START A PROGRAM AT My SCcHOOL?

What can you do to plant the seed about
teaching? How can you encourage your
outstanding language students to consider
teaching a World Language Other than English
(WLOE)? Every day you serve as a model for
your students, but what can you do to literally
place them on the path towards teaching?
With a little planning and organization, you
can start a Project C.A.F.E. program at your
school and the rest will fall into place.

Step One is Student Selection. Do certain
students tutor for you, organize teams, or
plan the language club? Do you have bulletin
board kids and poster kids? How about the
student who always does that extra internet
research and gives 110%? You have already
begun to identify some future teachers. Now
you need to tell them: you would make a
great WLOE. teacher! The teacher decides
how to identify the C.A.F.E. students. Here are
the suggested C.A.F.E. criteria:

e the student takes risks in learning and is
consistent in performance over time

e the student demonstrates an aptitude
and/or enthusiasm for World Languages

e the student possesses an awareness of
and sensitivity to the language ability of
peers

e the student helps and encourages
classmates to succeed in acquiring
language

e the student voluntarily/naturally assumes
teacher role in pair work or whole class
instruction.

Some teachers informally identify students,
while others do a formal nomination by
establishing an application procedure or essay
contest. Whatever works for you: you are sure
to get some top kids.

The next step is recognition of these
students, both at school and in the
community. This can be done via morning

announcements, the school newspaper, the
Spring Awards Ceremony, bulletin boards, etc.
The local paper and TV also enjoy the
opportunity to write about teacher recruitment
and young people in education. This is great
publicity for your student, your program and
your language.

The final step is an on-going process: what
does it mean for a student at your school to
be a Project C.A.F.E. student? Once again, this
is decided by the teacher. Most teachers start
slowly, using the students as classroom and
peer helpers. But the possibilities are exciting:
tutoring programs, lunch bunch, performance
groups, etc. You can make it what you would
like, big or small, and you can modify the
program as it suits your schedule. C.A.F.E.
teachers exchange ideas via e-mail, so the
ideas keep coming.

This year a representative group of Project
C.A.F.E. students were presented at the
FLANC conference in Raleigh. It was an
exciting moment for many of the kids and
they participated in two sessions at the
conference. We hope to expand the program
to all regions of the state. Won't you join us?

SBE Ad Hoc Rigor, Relevance and Relationships
Committee Meeting Summary

Cathie Hodges, Executive Director of the Alliance for Language Learning, Inc., was invited to
attend the State Board of Education’s Ad Hoc Committee on Rigor, Relevance and Relationships
on November 29, 2005. The following is a summary of this meeting:
- The SBE Ad Hoc Committee on Rigor, Relevance and Relationships met on November 29 to
discuss several issues related to the committee's continuing study of academic rigor in the
state's course offerings. Superintendent Atkinson updated the members on the existing high
school courses of study and offered suggestions as to what modifications might have to be
made in the career pathways in order to facilitate the state moving toward a single rigorous

default curriculum.

- In May, the SBE joined the network of 25+ states that have committed to being a part of
the American Diploma Project (ADP). One component of ADP is the adoption of a single
default curriculum with provisions for students "opting out" of the rigorous course work

contingent on parental approval.

- Specific topics discussed included the need for a more systemic K-12 approach to the
teaching of science, math and foreign languages to align with college-ready and work ready
standards in North Carolina and with other countries, enhanced teacher pre-service and
professional development in these core areas, the concept of "seat time" uncoupled from
instruction, and science must be taught daily and become a focus area as other tested

subjects.

- The committee members also reviewed and made adjustments to the SBE Rigor policy that
was presented to the Board at its November 30 meeting.
