Selecting Students
Student criteria: Who should be named to C.A.F.E.?
The following are the suggested criteria for all C.A.F.E. students.

A. These traits are visible and consistent in students’ performance 
over time.

*Take risks in learning the language and in classroom environment

*Demonstrate an aptitude and/or enthusiasm for World Languages

*Possess an awareness of and sensitivity to the language ability of peers

*Help and encourage their classmates to succeed in acquiring language

*Voluntarily/naturally assume teacher role in pair work or whole class instruction
AND/OR

B. Students teach/tutor other WLOE students on a consistent basis. 

*Students serve as Teaching Assistants for WLOE teachers at a partner school on a 
weekly basis. High school students volunteer in middle school. Middle school students 
volunteer in elementary school. (Application process and permission from parents 
required.)

*Students serve as Peer Tutors at their own school on a weekly basis for students in lower 
level WLOE classes.
To help you in the selection process, you may choose to implement one or more of the options below.
1. An essay.  This is one possibility (Why I Would Like to Teach a World Language).  You or a colleague could choose the winner(s). 

2. An application.  Students apply by a certain date and are chosen.  (application template)

3. Teacher selection.  Some teachers select student(s) based on their class performance and the above criteria.

4. YOU create your own selection procedure.
